Primary education in Bosnia and Herzegovina lasts for nine years. Secondary education is provided by general and technical secondary schools where studies last for four years. All forms of secondary schooling include an element of vocational training. Pupils graduating from general secondary schools obtain the Matura and can enroll in any faculty or academy by passing a qualification examination prescribed by the institution. Students graduating technical subjects obtain a Diploma. 
Bosnia's current higher educational system consists of eight public universities, one in every major city, plus satellite campuses and around ten all-English private universities and colleges.

In the beginning of the academic year 1992/93 the name and the official language were changed to the present University of Mostar. During the academic year of 1994/95 "Džemal Bijedić" University started work in the east part of Mostar stating Bosnian as the official language. Both universities have claimed to be legal successors of the former university campus, but since it was situated in the west part of Mostar which was Croat-controlled during the Croatian-Bosniak conflict, the campus is now used by the University of Mostar. "Džemal Bijedić" University now maintains a campus in the east part of Mostar. The higher education reform and the signing of the 

declaration" 
Bologna declaration
 have forced both universities to put aside their differences to some extent and work to make themselves competitive on a regional level.

As of 2006/2007 University of Mostar had around 13.500 students enrolled at nine faculties and one nursing college.

The University organized the Constitutional-law position of Croats in Bosnia and Herzegovina Conference in Neum, in late October 2005.

In the summer of 2006 University of Mostar, Džemal Bijedić University and University of Granada have started work on the International University Center Mostar.

University of Zenica

The history of high education in Zenica started some 40 years ago when the High Technical School was founded. In 1959 and 1960 there were some intensive activities undertaken on setting up a Faculty. Thus, pursuant to the Decision of the People's Board in the Zenica County and following the Decision from 1961 passed by the Executive Council of the Bosnia and Herzegovina Republic, the High Technical School was transformed into the Faculty of Metallurgy. The Faculty worked within the Sarajevo University. For a long time the following Faculties in Zenica were operating under University of Sarajevo name: the School of Economics, Faculty of Law,  
Faculty of Criminology,  College of Education, and the Islamic Pedagogical College.

University of Bihać 

The seat of the University of Bihac is Kulina bana 2/II, Bihac, Bosnia and Herzegovina. It was founded on July 28th, 1997.
Today, the University of Bihac comprises seven faculties:

· Faculty of Biotechnical Sciences
The Faculty of Biotechnical Sciences at the University of Bihac was established in 1998. The Faculty of Biotechnical Sciences is a public institution conducting teaching and research.

Teaching and research activities are organized as a graduate study, whereupon postgraduate study (Masters) is in a process of realization.  Graduate study as a permanent process at this Faculty is realized throughout different forms of teaching for all lectures determined by curricula. Curriculum determines total number of lectures, exercises and other forms of teaching. Graduate study lasts four years (8 semesters). Until 2005/2006, the lessons were organized at two departments: Agriculture and Food Technology.

· Faculty of Economics
On August 9th, 1998, the Parliament of the Una-Sana Canton issued a Decision to establish The Faculty of Economy at the University of Bihac as a public institution.
Its goal was to become a center for education and research in the field of economy in the USC area and wider. The curriculum is constantly being actualized according to scientific, professional and pedagogical standards and normative which are applied in the developed countries making it recognizable in European education area.

· Faculty of Law
On July 9th, 1998, Parliament of Una-Sana Canton issued a Decision to establish the Faculty of Law. It is placed in the premises of elementary school Gornje Prekounje-Ripac, covering the area of ca. 900m2. At the Faculty of Law, there is an acclimatized amphitheater with 220 seats and complementary technical and information equipment, then three classrooms equipped with 170 seats, students’ center, and Information center with internet connected into 20 units which is at disposal to students and teaching staff from 8.00 to18.00. Likewise, 6 teachers are employed on the permanent basis and 15 outside collaborators. There are also 4 assistant professors with Master degree and 2 assistants as subcontractors. To date, 34 teachers with PhD have worked at the Faculty. All four assistants obtained the Masters degree since the establishment of the Faculty, 1 studied in USA, 2 in Sarajevo, and two are still waiting to complete their Masters. Apart from regular lessons, the Faculty is in a continual cooperation with ABA CEELI- American Lawyer Chamber, whereupon Legal Clinics operate (administrative law, citizen law and criminal law). Based on the Agreement with the Cantonal Court and Cantonal Lawyer Chambers, the third year students attend to court sessions. Professors and assistants of Criminal Law are responsible for this job.

· Faculty of Pedagogy
The Faculty of Pedagogy was established in 1998 as a higher education institution. However, in 1993, Presidium of BH issued a Decision to establish the Academy of Education producing elementary school teachers. On July 9th, 1998, the parliament of the USC issued a Decision to transform the Academy into the Faculty of Pedagogy producing elementary school teachers, as well as the high school teachers.
Study model at the Faculty of Pedagogy is performed throughout three cycles: graduate, postgraduate and PhD. After the completion of the first cycles, a student gets a bachelor degree, Master degree after the completion of the second cycles and PhD degree is obtained after the completion of the third cycles. Certainly, the new curricula are adapted to the Bologna declaration and European Credit Transfer System, enabling student mobility during the study, as well as the equivalence of diploma after completion.
Considering very professional staff, the Faculty of Pedagogy is one of the most perspective and respective among related faculties in Bosnia and Herzegovina.

· Faculty of Technical Engineering
Education at the Faculty of Technical Engineering in Bihac is realized throughout three cycles and different specializations. 

The first cycle lasts three years after which a student acquires a diploma of bachelor (180 ECTS). He/she also is being issued a diploma supplement providing more detailed insight into the level, content, system and studying rules, as well as into the accomplished results during the study period. The second cycle lasts four semesters, namely two years, after which a student acquires a Master diploma and additional 120 ECTS.
The third cycle lasts for three years. By the completion of this cycle, a student acquires a PhD diploma.

· Islamic Faculty of Education
The Islamic Academy of Education joined the University of Bihac on June 30th, 1997. It is now transformed into the Islamic Faculty of Education. Since then, it develops a very good cooperation with the University of Bihac and its other members.

· College of Nursing Studies

History
The Academy of Sciences and Arts of Bosnia and Herzegovina arose out of the Scientific Society, founded in 1951, by the decision of the Assembly of the Republic of Bosnia and Herzegovina, the highest state authority in the country, on the formation of the Scientific Society of Bosnia and Herzegovina. The Scientific Society continued to operate as the highest-level institution concerned with science until the Assembly of Bosnia and Herzegovina passed a Law on the Academy of Sciences and Arts of Bosnia and Herzegovina in 1966. The Academy of Sciences and Arts of Bosnia and Herzegovina is charged, pursuant to this Law, with responsibility for the overall development of science and the arts, with organizing scientific research and arts-related events, with publishing papers written by its members and associates, and in general with the state of science and the arts and their development in Bosnia and Herzegovina. The Academy is a wholly independent body, governed solely by the principles and interests of science and the independent convictions of its members. Pursuant to the Law, the Academy of Sciences and Arts of Bosnia and Herzegovina adopted its own Statute, which governs all aspects of its organization, management and operations in all the fields in which it is active.

International University of Sarajevo

The International University of Sarajevo (IUS) is a

 university located in the capital city Sarajevo, Bosnia and Herzegovina. The university was established by the Foundation for the Development of Education in 2004-2005. IUS is open to students from all over the world, and the language of instruction and communication is English. It offers four year education according to Bologna system (model 4+1+3 with B.S. and B.A. diplomas).

As of 2009, there was above 1000 students attending the IUS. First generation of IUS graduates received their diplomas on June 26 2009.

Mission, Leadership and Students
Mission of the University is to produce science, art, and technology and present it to the benefit of humanity; to educate free-thinking, participating, sharing, open-minded individuals who are open to change and improvement and who have the ability to transform knowledge into values for themselves and the community.

IUS is one of the two universities based in Sarajevo that is founded by a Turkish and Bosnian board of trustees, the other being the more recent International Burch University. The university is owned by 

Gulen" 
Fethullah Gulen
, a Turkish native who also owns schools and other universities in Bosnia. 

The majority of the students attending the university are Turkish citizens. Students from Bosnian national background are favoured in fees and scholarships.

University Administration
The university has a Board of Trustees and an Executive Board, headed by Prof. Dr. Adem Baştürk, who is an environmental scientist and the Secretary General of the Istanbul Metropolitan Municipality.

The university comprises the Faculty of Engineering and Natural Sciences, the Faculty of Business and Public Administration, the Faculty of Arts and Social Sciences and the Faculty of Education.

Faculty of Engineering and Natural Science
The Faculty of Engineering and Natural Science (FENS) offers the B.Sc. degree in Biological Sciences and Bioengineering, Computer Science and Engineering, Electrical and Electronics Engineering, Industrial Engineering, Architecture, and Mechanical Engineering.

Faculty of Economics and Business Administration
The Faculty of Economics and Business Administration (FEBA) offers undergraduate degrees in Management, Economics, and International Relations and graduate degrees in Business Administration.

Faculty of Arts and Social Sciences
The Faculty of Arts and Social Sciences (FASS) offers undergraduate and graduate degrees in Visual Arts and Communication Design, Cultural Studies, Social and Political Science, English Language & Literature (with two tracks in English Language Teaching and Translation), and Psychology.

Faculty of Education
The Faculty of Education (FEDU) offers an undergraduate degree in English Language Teaching and Computer-Enhanced Education and Instructional Techniques.

IUS also organizes an English Language School (ELS) to provide intensive English Language instruction.

Student activities
IUS students have been involved in various extra-curricula activities, such as actions of voluntary blood donations organised in cooperation with Federal Blood Transfusion Institute of Bosnia-Herzegovina.

In 2009, IUS organised its first Spring Fest. This event will become regular annual gathering that will be taking place in the month of June with the aim of bringing together students and professors in a relaxed manner.

FASS publishes an online semiannual refereed journal Epiphany that has been added to the Directory of Open Access Journals.
